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Three Dog Night still going strong

With a playlist that includes 21 Top 40 hits from 1969 to 1974, Three Dog
Night is still going strong.

The rock band that dominated the pop music scene with songs like "Mama
Told Me (Not to Come)," "Joy to the World," "Black and White" and
"Shambala" is making its mark on a new legion of fans that vocalist Danny
Hutton says "gets bigger all the time."

The group's current national tour with 30 concert dates through the end of
September stops in Greensburg for one performance Saturday at the Pal-
ace Theatre.

Hutton, an original member and co-founder of Three Dog Night with Cory Wells, says the band's longevity can
be attributed to three factors: "We do a very entertaining show, people like it at any age, and the songs hold

up."

Before Three Dog Night came together in 1968, Hutton worked as a solo artist and writer-producer at Hanna
Barbera Records, and Wells was lead singer of the Enemys, the house band at the Whisky a Go-Go nightclub
on the Sunset Strip in Los Angeles. Hutton met Wells when they were touring with Sonny and Cher.

Except for a four-year period from 1977 to 1981, when the band stopped performing and "quietly backed out
of the picture,” according to Wells, Three Dog Night has maintained its musical presence at theaters, fairs,
festivals, corporate events and casinos. Since 1986, they have performed more than 2,000 shows, which in-
clude two Super Bowl appearances.

Two years ago, the group released its first new songs in nearly 25 years. "Heart of Blues," "Two Lights in the
Nighttime" and an a cappella ballad, "Prayer of the Children," were made available to digital retailers such as
iTunes and Amazon. Hoping to grow its contemporary audience, members launched its Three Dog Night
iPhone app to keep fans informed of upcoming tour dates and new music.

"Our songs are all about emotions, which is universal,” Hutton says. "We put a lot of time into our arrange-
ments. You can understand harmony when it's done well."

In between concert dates, Hutton keeps tabs on an ongoing project by his sons to build a new music studio at
his home in the Laurel Canyon region of Los Angeles, which he bought from rock singer Alice Cooper.

In addition to Hutton and Wells, Three Dog Night includes original keyboardist Jimmy Greenspoon and guitar-
ist Michael Allsup, Paul Kingery (bass and vocals) and Pat Bautz (drums).

Hutton says he enjoys playing concerts at venues such as Greensburg's Palace Theatre, which give the band
an opportunity to get close with its fans. "It holds 1,300, which is big enough, yet, still, intimate enough. It's the
perfect size," he says.

There was not a big crowd, maybe 40 people, but you could tell from the looks on their faces that they each
felt the pain of losing a dear friend. Her friend Rob gave the eulogy (I remember her mentioning him as they
worked together many times and their life paths kept crossing). She would have been very pleased with what
he said. He recounted their own connections, and went on to describe her as the most level headed

and REAL person he'd ever known. She was always true to herself. She chose her friends very carefully and
had a severe loyalty to the ones she chose. He recounted, of course, her devotion to taking care of her mom,
and her unending patience, her opinions about books, politics, music, and hockey, and described her as a
force to be reckoned with. She took pleasure in the little things in life, and felt that good things come in small
packages. He did a very good job, and | think he
captured her persona very well.

I think I cried a bucket of tears during the ride
there, the funeral, and the ride back. But then the
most unusual thing happened when | was almost
home. Most of you know that Lynn had several
favorite groups (Three Dog Night, The Guess
Who, The Moody Blues, and Poco). Poco was
always her number one favorite, and on my way
home, | heard the song "In the Heart of the Night"
by Poco. They hardly EVER play Poco on the ra-
dio.....and yet | heard one song by them yesterday
and another one from them today. | felt better
hearing that....like confirmation that she's still
nearby.

Here are a few images from the TV show Music Scene, which aired on ABC in 1969-70 and produced in con-
junction with Billboard magazine. There were apparently problems with the show before it even aired; a series
of promos in advance of the show's premiere featured a comedy group called "the Committee" (including a
guy who called himself "Don Sturdy" - we know him better as Howard Hesseman from WKRP In Cincinnati)
and the Rolling Stones; neither appeared in the series.

For the first six episodes, a group of six perform-
ers, led by actor/comedian/director David
Steinberg, appeared; the others included Lily
Tomlin (who joined Rowan & Martin's Laugh-In the
following season), Paul Reed Roman, Christopher
Ross, Chris Bokeno (this Chris is female) and
Larry Hankin. From the seventh episode on, only
Steinberg appeared, along with some guest co-
hosts (some guests co-hosts appeared during the
first six shows as well). Guest co-hosts included
Tom Smothers, Steve Allen, Davy Jones, Mama
Cass Elliot, Michael (The Mod Squad) Cole and,
in the last episode, Groucho Marx.

Another oddity about the series was it was produced to fit a 45-minute time slot, which meant, of course, that
it had to be followed by a 15-minute show or another 45-minute show; ABC chose the latter, The New People,
A Rod Serling-Larry Gordon creation (executive produced by Aaron Spelling) about a group of college stu-
dents whose plane crash-landed on a deserted island formerly used as a missile test site.

Both series only lasted 17 episodes before being cancelled; each ran from Sept. 22, 1969 - Jan. 12, 1970.
Music Scene found itself on against Gunsmoke on CBS and the aforementioned Laugh-In on NBC, which did-
n't help it attract an audience.

Guests on the premiere episode included James Brown, Crosby, Stills, Nash & Young, Buck Owens, Oliver,
Three Dog Night, Tom Jones and "the Music Scene Singers." The 'Dogs appearance was preceded by an on-
set demolition derby; the band then appeared to perform "Easy to Be Hard" amid the carnage.

The 'Dogs were back a week later, along with
Janis Joplin, Lou Rawls, Eydie Gorme and Gary
Puckett (minus the Union Gap). The band ap-
peared in a touch of silliness with the cast set
amid a seance in a haunted house and mimed
"Eli's Coming." The band returned for the Nov.
24 episode, with Joe Cocker and the Grease
Band, Mary McCaslin and Mary Hopkin, again
with "Easy to Be Hard," in more of a concert set-
ting this time around.

Getting to the Three Dog Night show at the Mill Bay Casino in Manson, Washington involved a 650-mile drive
over the Cascade Mountains and back, all in 48 hours. | drove with 2 friends in my car, and we started at the
Pacific Ocean, drove past snow-capped peaks and lush green mountains (complete with spectacular water-
falls and awe-inspiring scenery), and ended up in a hot desert climate in the town of Wenatchee. Every hotel
within an hour of the venue was booked up months ahead of time, so we still had an hour drive up a winding
road to the beautiful Lake Chelan summer resort area in wine country. Beautiful place! The amphitheater for
the shows looked like a giant Cirque de Soleil tent, and it was covered, but had no sides, so we were essen-
tially outside with a huge covering.

Unfortunately there were some sound complications (perhaps because they had such a
short time to set up). Michael experienced problems with his guitar, and Cory joked that the band was doing
some new versions of their songs that night, thanks to Michael. Their hair was literally blowing in the wind,
and then there was a totally deafening loud electrical sound for a few seconds before and while an amp fell
off the stage. Two sound technicians went scrambling to try to pick it up, and the poor band members cov-
ered their ears and looked confused. | was actually concerned for a few seconds that the band members
could have ended up deaf or electrocuted. With their usual professionalism, the show went on, then Cory
joked with the crowd, "Did you just hear that airplane taking off?". There were even a couple of big rips in the
cloth on one of the tent booths. Sometimes Cory had to cup his hands around the top of the microphone so
that his voice could be heard.

This crowd was totally enthralled with TDN and it showed. The sun went down as the show progressed. The
band seemed happy and had a great rapport with the crowd, and people of all ages were in the audi-
ence. Everyone | saw was clapping and moving to the music with smiles all around.

When they came back onstage for the encore, Cory announced that they were going to do something new,
and they sang the incredibly beautiful a cappella new song "Prayer of the Children". The audience was
cheering so loudly that my friend next to me could not hear me when | tried to tell her that they were going to
do this song. They had sheet music in front of each of them, and they did an outstanding, superb job! It was
obvious on each of the band member's faces that they were really feeling and experiencing this song. It was
an amazing experience. They again got a standing ovation, then sang "Joy to the World" for the finish. No
one wanted to leave (and | sure didn't). But we had to get back into our car and drive an hour back down that
winding mountain road to our hotel.

The next day we decided to go sightseeing while heading home, stopping in a Bavarian village in the moun-
tains. It felt like we were away for a week, but it was only 2 and a half days. We all remarked at how thankful
we were to TDN for providing us the opportunity to see places and meet people that we otherwise would
never have had the opportunity.
